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Acehnese of Indonesia
The Acehnese people live on the
northern tip of Sumatra. Most are
farmers or fishermen. Houses stand on
stilts with the space underneath used for
animal shelter or storage. The women
manage their households and rear the
children who are expected to share the
family work. Both men and women
wear colorful sarongs. Women also
wear head coverings to comply with
Islamic law. Men wear ornate swords
in ceremonial dress.
