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Considered the original inhabitants of
Jakarta,the Betawi are a mixture of peoples
who came to Indonesia in the 15th
century. Inhabitants of the inner city
generally work as traders, civil servants,
laborers, and craftsmen. Those who live
on the outskirts of the city have agricul-
tural occupations. Because they have
strong family ties, they normally rely on
their families for financial assistance. They
are gifted in folk theater, puppet parades,
traditional brass music, and puppet
theater.
