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As the descendants of Genghis Kahn, the
Hazara live in the rugged terrain of Central
Afghanistan. Thirty million unmapped
landmines from war have left much of their
land unusable, but they have made a
living farming. Most live in villages
constructed of wooden poles and mud,
but the one-third who work as shepherds
follow their herds to the highlands from
May to September. Education, which is
mostly Islamic, is only available to males.
With 50% of the population suffering from
tuberculosis, their health is rated the
worst of any country in Afghanistan.
