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The Kazak make up the largest non-
Mongolian ethnic group in Mongolia.
Most relocated during the Russian Civil
War in the 1920, but are beginning to
migrate back to their homeland of
Kazakstan. Very nomadic, they primary
live in portable tents called yurts. The
Kazaks are very loyal to their Islamic
and animist traditions. Very few known
believers live among them
